I have attached the word file that contains the face that I created for my tach.  In my post I mentioned that I scanned the original tach face.  What I meant was that I scanned in the tach face that was originally on the tach from JC Whitney, not a factory original tach face. The 2 white dots underneath the word 'Thousands' will almost exactly line up with the screw holes that hold on the face to your tach.  You will need to cut the print out so that it will fit your application (this at a minimum involves removing material so that the needle can swing - my project involved cutting it to fit the blank off plate also).  If you decide to use your stock blank off plate like I did you will need to cut the housing on your tach so that it will fit (I cut out the ring around the tach just above the break point that is on the housing so that the needle and screw bosses were above the housing edge) and then modify the plate so that it will bolt on and also allow the needle to swing.

I printed this out on a laser printer set to the darkest setting. I printed it out on white paper and that is how my letters ended up white.  Hope this helps.  Let me know if you have any questions.

Van’s Note: You’ll probably have to manipulate the face a little for an exact fit. Also, If I ever do mine over again, I would move the “0” and the “8” up in the row with the other numbers. I know that won’t match the original layout but it looks much better when installed.
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
